on the way to Torre Del Paine You

can walk through this natural
monument which is 30 metres high,
50 wide and 200 deep, and see the

giant replica of the pre-historic
creature at the entrance

Base Torres Viewpoint – The most iconic view of the park, featuring the

famous three granite towers. It’s a challenging hike but worth it.

Salto Grande Viewpoint - A
short hike leads to this
powerful waterfall,
surrounded by incredible
scenery.

Grey Glacier Viewpoint – Offers
stunning views of Grey Glacier, one
of the park’s most spectacular
sights. You can also take a boat tour
for a closer look

Mirador Cuernos – Provides a fantastic view of the Cuernos del
Paine, the jagged peaks that dominate the skyline.

Explore various viewpoints of Torre Del Paine



Lago Nordenskjöld Viewpoint –
great spot to admire the
turquoise waters of the lake with
the mountains in the
background.

French Valley (Valle del Francés) – One of the most scenic valleys in the
park, offering dramatic views of glaciers and waterfalls.

Pehoé Viewpoint –
Overlooks the turquoise
waters of Lago Pehoé, with
the Cuernos del Paine in
the distance. One of most
beautiful and easy
viewpoint



Laguna Amarga- this lagoon is

famous for its vivid turquoise

color and breathtaking views of

the Torres del Paine peaks

towering in the background

Lago Azul- is a breathtaking
lagoon in Torres del Paine
National Park, Chile. It offers
spectacular views of the
famous Torres del Paine peaks,
making it a fantastic spot for
photography and relaxation.

Afternoon: Continue to the high-altitude Miscanti and Miñiques

Lagoons, surrounded by the dramatic landscape of the altiplano.

The deep blue waters and quiet surroundings make for a peaceful

stop.
